We
have entered into 2 escrows; one for selling the land at
Royal/Corto and the other for purchasing a church facil
with buildings already on it. The new location is at

9 W. Bonita, just west of Madera in Simi Valley.
Congregation B'nai Emet has agreed to lease the sancf
at Bonita starting in November, 2008. That lease will eX
at the end of the escrow which is scheduled for July, 20

Back to the sale - there are 10 one-month extensions
possible on the sale of the land at Royal/Corto, but the
purchaser must pay us a monthly extension fee if he op
not to close on the scheduled date. The purchaser also
the option of not culminating the deal at his discretidreif
so chooses.

The lease that CBE has with the Bonita Church will
continue if the extension periods are exercised. We hay
reached an agreement with the Bonita parishioners to h
the terms of our purchase with them "mimic" the terms
our sale of Royal/Corto but at a date one week later.

There is a Montessori Preschool on the Bonita site in th
classrooms, with a lease expiring July, 2010. It is in our
best interest to allow the Montessori Preschool to fiaigh
that lease.

The buildings are approximately 40 years old and the
views from the land are wonderful, overlooking parts of
Simi Valley.

While we are in the escrow periods, your Jewish Life
Center Board of Directors is still responsible for, and/bu
with, the care and upkeep of the Royal/Corto parcel as
as dealing with the legal requirements of both the sale i
the purchase.
